The RDN updated the Outdoor
Water Conservation Levels this year. Some updates
include:
e Level 3 now limits watering days to one day per week,
with odd-numbered houses on Monday, and even-
numbered houses on Thursday

¢ Level 4 remains the same however, car/boat washing
allowed with a shut-off nozzle

¢ A change in name from “Watering Restrictions” to
“Outdoor Water Conservation”
